On behalf of the Wagga Historic Engine Club and the David Brown Tractor Club of Australia, I would like to request your consideration of support for our club’s inaugural Country Hope Fundraising Vintage Tractor Trek, to be held from the 3-17 March 2012.

The Wagga Historic Engine Club is a non profit Club with the charter of preserving the Riverina’s Local Farming Heritage.  Members of the club are active in the preservation of historic tractors, stationary engines and farm machinery.  The club regularly displays historic working machinery at local agricultural shows and other community events.  The David Brown Tractor Club is a fledgling club which was formed in 2009 by a group of tractor enthusiasts who wanted to foster the idea of preserving and restoring David Browns.  It is also a non profit Club and consists of some very knowledgeable members who are keen to pass on their knowledge to younger members and to the general public.
The Country Hope Vintage Tractor Trek has been organised by the two clubs and hopes to raise much needed funds for Country Hope.   Country Hope is a country based group offering support programs for children with cancer and life threatening illnesses. This will be both clubs’ most significant event, and will attract entries from quite far away. The Trek is open to all Historic Tractor owners who hold the necessary registration and insurance, and gives them the opportunity to display their restored or original tractors on a road run for local communities to view them. The event is held over 15 days and covers some 1000km. The run starts at Wagga Wagga then heads to Albury before following the Murray River to Tocumwal, north to Lockhart and Ardlethan, then east to Temora and Cootamundra, south to Junee and returning to Wagga Wagga via Coolamon and Currawarna.  

We are hoping to have around 25 tractors with many support and spectator vehicles following the “Trek”.  The event will be reported in local newspapers, television & radio and Australia wide in “The Old Machinery Magazine”.
As mentioned our clubs are non profit organisations. Many participants transport their tractors large distances to the event at a not insignificant cost.  As a result, wherever we can, our club endeavours to reduce the cost for the participants to a minimum. This is achieved through the efforts of our volunteers and from any donations of goods and services that we may receive. Some of the items we provide along the journey are tea, coffee, water, biscuits, snacks and meals at the pre defined stops.  It is in the provision of these items that we seek the support of your business or within any capacity that you are able to assist.  This could either be a tax deductable cash donation, a raffle prize, food for catering, fuel vouchers for prizes or for the recovery and pilot vehicles, or goodies for an entrant’s “show bag”.  All sponsors’ business names will be displayed on signage that will travel with the Trek.
