General Information

The David Brown Tractor Club of Australia and Wagga Historic Engine Club (affiliated with the National Historical Machinery Association) will be holding their first “Country Hope Fundraising Vintage Tractor Trek” from 3rd – 17th March 2012.  Commencing at and finishing at Wilks Park, North Wagga Wagga, NSW.  Come & join us for a fantastic 15 day journey through the Riverina & South West Slopes of NSW, whilst raising much needed funds for Country Hope – a Southern NSW and NE VIC family centred support group for children who have been diagnosed with cancer or life threatening illness.  
Itinerary

Sat 3rd March 
0800 Tractors on display at Wilks Park - North Wagga (a free camp spot). BBQ breakfast then parade down main street enroute, 37km to Mangoplah for lunch and display at pub. Tractors on display for 1 hour. Approx 53km to Culcairn overnight stay at Recreation ground. (possibly small fee)
Sun 4th March 
22km Walla Walla morning tea. 21km Jindera Lunch. 15km Albury. Overnight stay at showgrounds Powered site $20 per head/Unpowered ?
Mon 5th March 
46km Howlong Lunch. 25km Corowa. Overnight stay & rest day at Corowa Historic Vehicle & Machinery Club rooms (free camping).  
Tues 6th March 
Rest Day (free camping)
Wed 7th March 
76km Barooga Lunch (morning tea enroute). 18km Tocumwal Overnight stay at Recreation Reserve (possibly small fee).
Thurs 8th March
31km Berrigan Lunch (morning tea enroute), 65km Oaklands overnight stay at Rec Grounds (free camping).
Fri 9th March

30km Urana Lunch, 53km Lockhart. Overnight stay & rest day at Lockhart “Antiques Under the Verandah” & “National Historic Truck & Commercial Vehicle Show”. Exhibitors have Free camping.

Rest Day (free camping).
Sun 11th March
30km Boree Creek Lunch, 36km Narrandera, Overnight stay at showgrounds. Unpowered site $10 Powered site $15
Mon 12th March 
80km Ardlethan (Morning Tea & Lunch enroute). Overnight stay Ardlethan Camping Ground/Bowling Club. Free camping but small fee to use showers at Caravan Park
Tues 13th March

15km Illabo Morning tea, 42km Junee Lunch (tour of railway roundhouse), 36km Marrar overnight stay & Presentation Dinner at Hotel. Free camping. $18 per head roast & sweets dinner.
Fri 16th March
19km Coolamon Morning tea, 34km Currawarna Lunch, 31km Wagga. Free camp at Wilks Park.
Sat 17th March 
BBQ breakfast at Wilks Park then Drive around Wagga to Historical Engine Club rooms on Willans Hill
Important Information
Costs
The main cost for this trek will be fuel to do 1000km. $100 entry fee covers breakdown vehicle and morning teas for drivers. Camping is mainly showground/recreation ground. There are at least 9 free camp nights (no power). Two Caravan Park nights and two showground nights. Options for camping are tents, swags, tractors or support crew towing camper trailer or small caravan. Tractors can be left with campers for security if anyone desires to stay overnight in motel/cabin. Provide your own breakfast. Lunches and dinners will be available at low cost from the catering crew. These optional meals will be available at near cost price. For example sandwiches & cuppa for lunch. BBQ, roast or meat & veg for dinners. The menu & price will be announced at the daily briefing. Please advise if you have any special diet concerns.
Activities along the way
The first rest day will be at the Corowa Historic Vehicle & Machinery Club - clubhouse. A joint activity will be organised with this Club. At Oaklands we will do a tour of the Museum. Urana lunch will be a joint venture with the Urana Vintage Machinery Club. The second rest day will be at Lockhart. Two events in one day. 1 Antiques Under the Verandahs. 2 National Historic Truck & Commercial Vehicle Show. At the Temora Rural Museum we will meet with the SW Engine Society. The Junee Railway Roundhouse Museum will be opened for a tour. Presentation dinner at Marrar Hotel. The Wagga Historic Engine Club will hold a joint display at their Club House on our last day.
Tractors

1. All participants are to ensure that their vehicles are in good condition, especially brakes, tyres & steering.
2. A recovery service will be provided by (yet to be organised) In the unfortunate event that a tractor breaks down, wait for  ... (who will be following the last tractor).  He will collect you and deliver you 
to that day’s overnight stop. This service is included as part of the registration fee.  Any further transport will need to be arranged by the owner at their cost.

3. Tractors will need to be able to maintain a speed of 25km/h. A faster trek speed will allow longer display times at the towns. The main aim of the Trek is to procure public donations from the tractor displays at each stop.
4. All tractors are required to be registered or have an appropriate permit.  Public Liability Insurance cover is also required. The NRMA offers Comprehensive Insurance at an annual cost of $66 (this includes Public Liability). 

5. All drivers are required to be licensed as all travel will be on public roads.

6. In the interest of safety tractors should be fitted with rear vision mirrors.  When travelling on the narrower roads please keep a good lookout for any vehicles following and pull over to allow them to pass when it is safe to do so.

7. If using UHF radios, tune to channel 12.

Fuel
8. Fuel will be available at most towns

Food & Drink
9. The Country Hope Catering trailer will be travelling with us. Morning teas will be provided free to drivers ($2 for others). Lunches and dinners will be available from the catering team at a low cost.
10. Ensure you carry ample drinking water. Top up supplies will be available.
11. A presentation dinner is arranged at the Marrar Hotel. 
Payment is to be made direct to the caterers on the night.

Final numbers will be confirmed with you closer to the time.
Misc.

12. We will be camping at Caravan Parks, Showgrounds, Recreation grounds or private property with toilets and showers available every night.

13. Parking for transport vehicles will be available at Kevin & Steven Thomson’s property at Cartwright’s Hill, just north of North Wagga.
14. A vehicle will be travelling in the group that can transport camping equipment, eskys, etc.
15. Tractors will be taking back roads which may be dirt. Support vehicles can either follow or take the main road to the next town.
